Tours are conducted on most Tuesdays at 10 a.m. and Thurs-
days at 2 p.m., weather permitting. All tours begin and end
in the ticket office lobby (near parking lot E). A shuttle bus
will be available to transport guests from the ticket office to
the Monster Monument and entrance to the track. Tours will
not be conducted on holidays or two weeks prior to each
NASCAR race weekend (May & September).
